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Abstract: This review consists of two parts. In the first section, the studies
on Japanese discourse are overviewed and different orientations of methodo-
logy identified. In the second section, a bibliography of studies on Japanese
discourse is presented. Japanese discourse study is multidesciplinary. It
includes linguistic language behavior study and discourse analysis, socio-
ligical conversation analysis and life story study, as well as psychological
protocol analysis and human-machine interface design. The different
methodological orientations identified here are as follows: description vs.
application oriented; discourse analyst vs. discourse user oriented; speech
event oriented vs. non-speech event oriented; subject and norm oriented vs.
social relationship oriented; order of situation oriented vs. heterogeneity

and change of situation oriented.
