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Orthographical Redundancy in Japanese Personal Names:
A Relational Morphology Account

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Abstract

Numerous Japanese personal names in recent times have started including phoneme sequences
that are dually represented by two kanji characters. For example, 7K H /mizuki/ is a female name
whose components—7K /mizu/ ‘water’ and H /zuki/ ‘moon—phonologically overlap with each
other. WAy /saki/ is a female name in which Bk ‘to flower’ alone can be pronounced /saki/ but is
followed by the extra character 7j /ki/ ‘hope’. {4 /kanade/ is a female name that illustrates the
opposite: 1t /ka/ ‘lower’ + % /kanade/ ‘to play (a musical instrument)’. This paper analyzes these
noncanonical names within the framework of Relational Morphology. It demonstrates that 7K
H-type names are parallel to blends with phonological overlap, such as composium (compose +
symposium); Wei - and fEZE-type names are similar to blends with phonological inclusion, such as
(The) Beatles (beat + beetles), but retain their components’ orthography, suggesting the creativity of
logographic naming.
