Abstract: This paper provides an interim report on the investigation into the linguistic signifi-
cance of the distinction between event and property predications that is being carried out as part of
Kageyama’s collaborative research project “Syntactic, Semantic, and Morphological Characteristics
of the Japanese Lexicon.” A variety of empirical data is provided to show that the function of prop-
erty predication, which has been regarded merely as a matter of semantic or pragmatic interpreta-
tion, has direct repercussions on the syntactic and morphological structures of language.
